 GED’S obtained year to date were 9, that included 57 students. Overall the individuals that had to pay out of pocket were very hesitant. B. Kozek added that Atlantic Cape received the Langdon Scholarship in the amount of $15,000 that will be allocated to pay for vouchers to cover the cost of the test. The only requirement will be that that testers have the required 12 hours and be test ready to participate.
Mr. Kuhn added the HSE Fund is designated for indigent customers and will be used to cover cost as well. 
M. Plemons stated no testing in June but reported April numbers @ 45 and May @111, only 18 achieved GED’s with 42 GED’s year to date. No follow up to track employment with this group. Youth Corp had 6-8 pending GED’s.
Mr. Kuhn reported on a meeting with Jim Duodenal to discuss the lack of testing locations, with all the changes that are required by Pearson Vue. The WDB will have to purchase additional equipment valued at $450 for identity verification. The plan is to be ready by July 28th and  to run the system live while coordinating with the state to download software . The WDB was paid between $3,400 and $4, 000 to prepare to date. The Chair had some real concern over the appointment process and Pearson Vue’s system. There was no method to block seating for Youth Corp or give preference to Atlantic County customers.
