ACSSSD:  On December 11, 2019, there was a Technology Career Academy and students visited the IDEAL Virtual Reality Lab.  Students who are graduating in 2020 were introduced to DVRS.  Students will tour ACCC on February 5.  There will also be a tour of ACIT.  As of 2/1/2020, Students will job sample and have a different work experience.  The 8th annual ACSSSD Resource Fair will be held at the school on March 25.  There will be agencies at the event from all over Atlantic County. 
Boys and Girls Club:   The students are working on a Stockton University farm; youth are learning to cultivate crops from farm and cook healthy meals. There was a visit to Steve and Cookies Restaurant in Margate.  Students cooked their meals with the chef’s guidance. 4 students were invited by Chef Shawn Loving, CMC to visit Culinary School in Detroit, Michigan. The youth will get a chance to learn culinary skills at the school for a week. There is an AtlantiCare health track to teach youth about careers in the health industry.  Orsted (wind turbine company) has been providing technology information to the youth. Boys and Girls Club is cleared for administering the CASAS test in house. Stephanie is the new CEO of the Boys and Girls Club.
